Recitation: There will be approximately 10-13 quizzes for the semester. Each quiz will be a group quiz and will be graded on a
10 point scale.

Lab: There are six labs for the semester. You will submit a Technical Memo as your lab report. The Tech Memo is a two page
document that discusses the experiment, your results and conclusions, plus any tables and/or charts you are asked to prepare.
Each lab has three experiments, so each lab team member will choose one experiment and submit a Tech Memo on that
experiment only. Each Tech Memo is graded on a 10 point scale. You will also have to keep a Lab Journal. The Lab Journal
should be a bound composition notebook.

Your lab grade is composed as follows:

6 Tech Memos : 60 points
Lab Journal : 20 points
Lab Attendance: 20 points
Lab Total: 100 points

Lab Journal ¢ In the Lab Journal, you need to record any lab notes/data that you need to complete your Tech Memos. In
addition, you need to answer the éQuestions to be answered in your lab journal:€ for each lab. The Lab Journal will be collected
the week of November 17, 2008 and returned graded the week of December 1, 2008.

Tech Memo ¢ In the Tech Memo, answer the questions in the éQuestions to be answered in your Technical Memo:€ section in
the lab manual, including all results and charts you are asked to complete. Only answer the questions for the experiment you
are writing up for that lab.

Lab Attendance ¢ If you attend all six labs, you will receive 20 points. If you do not attend a lab, you will not receive the
attendance points for that lab. However, you will be allowed to obtain the lab data from your partners for one missed lab only
and submit a Tech Memo on-time for that lab, but you will not receive the attendance points for that lab if you do not attend a
lab. There is NO make-up lab, so if you must miss a lab, you need to attend another Visual Physics lab section that week to
make up the lab. You will be allowed to make up one lab this semester by attending another section that week. Notify your TA
which section you will be attending that week so that your TA can alert that section@TA that you will be attending and so that
you will receive credit for attending the lab. Lab space is very limited, so you will be allowed to make up ONE LAB ONLY this
semester.

Tech Memos are due two weeks after completion of the lab. A Tech Memo will receive an automatic deduction of two points if
not turned in during the lab/recitation period on the day it is due. No Tech Memaos will be accepted more than two weeks late.

You must achieve a lab grade of 70% or higher to pass the course.
